Tips for making coexistence possible

Bear approach in residential areas:

e Do not leave food waste outside the
waste bins.

e Never leave the waste bins open.

e |t is advisable to use special bear-proof
garbage dins bins that cannot be opened by
a bear. (In some areas of the Municipality
of Amyntaio, special bear-proof bins will be
or have been installed from the LIFE AMYBEAR
project).

e Remove illegal garbage dumps near or within
settlements.
e Avoid keeping domestic animals or
beehives within the settlement. If this is
not possible, use appropriate electric
fences.

Bear-vehicle collisions

If you drive through an area that is

a bear habitat:

e Pay attention to the warning signs.

e Reduce the speed of your vehicle.

e Pay attention to the special warning signs.

e Use the high beam on your car lights
(when it is safe).

o |f you notice the presence of a bear on or near
the road, reduce the speed and sound the horn.

o Notify the competent authorities and the Bear
Emergency Team immediately of the incident
(Traffic Police, Forest Service).

Hunting

The chance to encounter a bear during hunting

is higher when related to wild boar drive hunting.
If you come across a bear during hunting,

your reactions could be crucial for bear’s life,

but for your own safety as well.

Thus:

e Stay calm.

e Never shoot before identifying the game species.

e Give the bear enough space
to move away.

If you see a bear

The bear must not feel threatened. Stay cool.
Frequently bears are simply passing by, and if

they do not find food, they will simply continue
their course.

Stay away. Do not approach the bear. Give the bear
enough space to move away.

The upright posture of the animal DOES NOT mean
aggression, but the detection of the surrounding
space, and usually it prepares its escape. The bear
NEVER attacks from upright posture. As soon as it is
aware of unwanted visitors, it will leave.

The bear does not attack humans unless it feels
danger for itself or its cubs.

When we move within the forest, it is good to

make our presence noticeable at regular intervals,
making noise.

If you meet a bear

in special conditions

The most common cases are:

e It is a female bear with cubs. The bear is very
protective with her cubs.

e |t is close to an animal carcass, so your presence
is considered to be competitive (a threat
to its food source).

e The bear was surprised by your presence
and didn’t have time to hide.

e |t felt trapped and/or unable to escape.

In any case, you will need to show
your peaceful intentions:

e Do not try to drive it away or hit it
in any way.

e Move away quietly without running.
